Plan water and snack breaksfor your boys with a means to take care of the trash. Concession stands will 
be open with plenty of beverage and snack options available.

Plan to have always at least two adults and two Scouts at your exhibit. The adults should be outside the 
booth when possible; of course with Cub Scouting they will be helping the Cubs. Do not leave your booth 
unattended.

Your unit flag and ribbons and awards would make a good display also. Plus any pictures and/or slide

Plan your transportation carefully.  Although parking is free, carpooling will be advisable as there will be 
lots of vehicles at the ScoutFest.

Plan ahead of time and set  a meeting place for your unit. Also, set times to gather all Scouts and adults
